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If you are going into hospital; 

Due to new legislation, it is more 
difficult to identify and attend to 

Catholic patients in hospital.  

Father Donal, the Catholic Chaplain of 
the Victoria, has asked that we pass on 
this important information to 

parishioners: 

1. Whenever possible, contact your parish 
priest before hospital admission and 
ask for the Sacrament of the Sick. 

2. On admission, ask that you wish your 
religion to be noted on your personal 
files. 

3. If you wish a visit from the Chaplain 
while in hospital, contact the 
Chaplaincy office (Langside Road, 
Floor E, tel. 0141 201 5164) and give 
the details of the person to be visited. 

4. If a request for a priest is urgent, have 
the Catholic Chaplain paged at once. 
This is done only by relatives or next of 
kin by asking the ward staff to page the 
chaplain. 

5. Carry one of the cards (available at the 
back of the Church) stating that you are 
a Catholic who would want a priest to 
attend in case of emergency.
