Today we
focus on the Saint Vincent de Paul Society

The Society of St Vincent de Paul is an
international organisation of Catholic people

who practice their faith by helping those in
need on a person to person basis. It was
founded in Paris in 1833 by Frederic Ozanam
and quickly spread throughout the world,
reaching Glasgow in 1848.

The aim of the society is to provide a means
whereby members can practice Christianity by
loving their neighbours in the person of the
needy. Vincentians show this love,
compassion and understanding by giving of
themselves — their concern, friendship, time
and talents to help people in any form of need,
regardless of creed, colour or political belief.

The conference in St Helens was started 25

years ago by Mgr. Hart with about 20
members, 3 of whom are still active members
of St Helens conference today. At present we
have 10 members who offer assistance to
those in need in a variety of ways — visiting
people at home or in hospital, providing
transport to bring people to Mass on a Sunday,
organising outings twice a year, helping with
the hospital Mass in the Victoria and
organising the annual Parish Mass for the
Sick. We also offer practical and financial
help to people seeking assistance. On a wider
basis we support the work of the Society in
Glasgow through the Ozanam Centre for the
Homeless and the Caravan Project which can

provide a holiday for people in need.

We are celebrating our 25 years of service in
St Helens this month with a Mass at 7pm on
28t May, followed by a buffet in the hall, to
give thanks for the support and friendship of
the parish over the years. All members, former
members and parishioners are very welcome
to join us for the celebration.
